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Congratulations on your purchase of
LonglLiner: an innovative fishing device
which allows long leader presentation
and ease in landing fish.

Thread LongLiner onto

your mainline by:

e Inserting your line into the
hole on the narrow end of
the device.

e Push the line all the way
through with the cam arm

angled downward about 2".

® When the line comes
through, thread it into the
line guide on the Cam Arm,
then through the hole in

the Line Guide Collar flange.

e Thread on three 4mm beads
followed by a swivel to stop
the LongLiner’s slide down

the line after hooking a fish.

e Attach your leader to
the swivel.
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To use LonglLiner:

e In the unlocked position
(cam arm up) hold the

LongLiner while your reel

is in freespool and place

your rod into a rod holder.

Place your bait into the
water and let it drift or
work downstream to a

desired distance and lock
the cam arm by swinging it
downward and snapping it

into place. While controlling
the freespool, lower

LongLiner into the water
to desired depth.

To make adjustments:
¢ To adjust LongLiner release threshold settings, turn the Brake Tension Screw in
after it is locked on the line to lighten, and out for increased release threshold.
* When the desired release threshold setting is achieved, tighten the Release
Setting Lock Nut to secure.
*Occasionally the Clip Tension Screw will need tightening if additional
release threshold is desired.

To retrieve Longliner:

® Reel in until you can reach LongLiner, place your rod into a holder and with
each hand gently pull the lines on either side of LongLiner until the clip releases
and then resume reeling.
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
